Byron Schultz, Neosho County Emergency Manager and Chair of the Hazard Mitigation Planning
Committee, began the meeting by welcoming and thanking the attendees and introducing Laurie
Bestgen, from the consulting firm, AMEC Earth and Environmental, hired by the State / County to
develop the multi-jurisdictional plan. Laurie Bestgen is AMEC's lead planner for the plan and

facilitated the remainder of the meeting.

Neosho County
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Laurie Bestgen presented information on the purpose and requirements of the Disaster Mitigation Act
of 2000. The presentation addressed the benefits of participating in the mitigation plan, including
eligibility for federal mitigation grant programs. It was also explained that if entities meeting FEMA'’s
definition of local government choose not to participate in the plan, they will not be eligible applicants
for FEMA mitigation grants that require a local mitigation plan. Those entities that are considered
local governments by FEMA's definition are: counties, municipalities, cities, towns, school districts,
special districts, councils of government, tribal organizations, as well as publicly funded colleges and
universities.

Mrs. Bestgen explained that Neosho County is a “waiver” county. This means that The Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), has given disaster-impacted counties, including Neosho
County, a waiver allowing the submittal and approval of project grants prior to plan approval if the
mitigation plan is completed within one year of project grant approval. Therefore, Neosho County and
the jurisdictions within it that choose to participate in the plan are in a unique position to apply for and
potentially receive the available funding. For counties that do not have this “waiver”, the mitigation
plan must be approved by FEMA prior to submittal or approval of project grants.

Mrs. Bestgen also described the role of the Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee. Participation in the
committee includes the following requirements:

Designate a representative to serve on the Neosho County Hazard Mitigation Planning
Committee, which will meet two times during the planning process,

Assist in the development of a risk assessment and mitigation actions (at least one) specific to the
jurisdiction,

Provide data and comment on plan drafts as requested,

Inform the public, local officials, and other interested parties about the planning process and
provide opportunity for them to comment on the plan, and

Formally adopt the mitigation plan

The planning process consists of 12 steps (below) designed to meet the requirements of the Federal
Disaster Mitigation Act and FEMA'’s associated guidance.

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Mrs. Bestgen explained that FEMA does not require local mitigation plans to address manmade and
technological hazards. However, if the local Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee chooses to do so,
these hazards can be included in the plan. The Neosho County Hazard Mitigation Planning
Committee determined that this planning process will not include manmade and technological
hazards. These hazards are addressed in other documents that will be referenced in the plan.
Specifically, the consulting firm, E-Fm prepared a Hazard Analysis in 2005 that addresses manmade
and technological hazards. Additionally, the County has a Local Emergency Operations Plan which
addresses these hazards as well. The committee also discussed the sensitive nature of these
hazards and determined not to include them in this plan that has public participation as a key
requirement.

The meeting attendees discussed methods for involving stakeholders and the public in the plan. Other
stakeholders that the group identified as important to include in the planning process are neighboring
counties, business partners, and the general public. Additional stakeholders may be identifies as the
planning process continues.

To involve the public, information about the planning process and plan drafts will be posted on the
county website as well as other websites hosted by participating jurisdictions such as the school
district website. The committee will develop methods for publicizing the availability of plan information
including notices in the newspaper. One strategy involved including a discussion of the risk
assessment on the agenda of regularly-scheduled Commission/Council public meetings. Hard copies
of the plan draft will also be available at community buildings. Key stakeholders and interested parties
will be individually invited to comment on the draft plan. Other suggested public settings to publicize
the plan and the projects recommended by the planning committee were school open house and the
homecoming events.

After the break, the attendees at the meeting indicated whether or not the jurisdiction they represent
would like to officially participate in the Neosho County multi-jurisdictional hazard mitigation plan.
Representatives of the following local governments and other jurisdictions were present at the
meeting and committed to participating in the multi-jurisdictional plan: Neosho County, City of Erie,
City of Thayer, USD 101, and USD 447.

The following private non-profit organizations expressed an interest in participating in the plan to
contribute information and to ensure that potential projects they might submit for funding will be
consistent with the mitigation strategy: Heartland Electric Cooperative, Twin Valley Electric
Cooperative, and the American Red Cross.

Representatives were not present from Chanute, St. Paul, Galesburg, Stark, Neosho County
Community College, and USD 413. Mrs. Bestgen and Byron Schultz will coordinate to ensure they
are contacted again and encouraged to participate.
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The group examined the history of disaster declarations in Neosho County, hazards required by
FEMA for consideration, and additional hazards included in the Kansas State Plan. Laurie Bestgen,
the project planner provided preliminary research findings with preliminary ranking element levels for
probability, magnitude, warning time and duration. The committee then worked through the list of
potential hazards that could affect the planning area. They discussed past hazard events, types of
damage, and where additional information might be found. For those hazards that the committee
chose to exclude from further review, justification is provided. For each hazard that will be included in
the plan, the committee reviewed the preliminary research findings and came to consensus on the
probability level, magnitude, warning time and duration. The values assigned to these elements were
then calculated according to the State’s adopted ranking formula and resulted in the following hazard
ranking order.

Tornado—The HMPC recalled some specific structures that were damaged as a result of tornadoes in
April 2000 and April 2005. The American Red Cross representative has kept a county map depicting
the paths of previous tornado events. This map will be provided and incorporated in the plan.

Winter Storm—The representatives from the Electric Cooperatives may have reports showing hours
without power. Although this information is not specific to Neosho County, it will be a good indicator
of the overall magnitude of the event.

Agricultural Infestation—Although FEMA does not require that this hazard be included in the plan, the
HMPC chose to include it since agriculture plays such an important role in the economy of the
planning area. The local Farm Service Agency was a suggested source for additional information.
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Windstorm—The HMPC determined that the magnitude should be changed from a level 1- “negligible”
to a level 2-“limited”. Additional data on damages may be available from the Electric Cooperatives.
Utility / Infrastructure Failure—The planning committee agreed to retain utility/infrastructure failure as
a separate hazard, rather than combining it as a secondary impact. This decision was based on the
desire to consolidate the discussion of impacts to utility systems resulting from winter storms,
tornadoes, windstorms, extreme heat, lightning and floods.

Flood—In Erie, there were over 100 residential structures that were impacted in some way. The
assisted living facility in Erie is in the floodplain and was impacted by the 2007 flood event. The
residents had to be evacuated to the school, which serves as an evacuation/shelter area for impacted
residents. A concern was raised that the school does not have emergency generators if the power
would go out. The County has compiled questionnaires from each of the cities that had damages and
will provide them so that damage data can be extracted and provided in the plan.

Hailstorms—The HMPC determined that the magnitude level should be changed from a 1-“negligible”
to a 2-“limited”. Hailstorms cause extensive losses to crops and roofs. The local Farm Service
Agency may be a source for data on historical crop losses as a result of hail damage.

Major Disease Outbreak—The Neosho County Health Department maintains a plan for the issues
related to major disease outbreak. The Health Department will be contacted to determine if this plan
is current. If this plan is current, Major Disease outbreak will be removed from the mitigation plan as a
separately profiled hazard and the mitigation plan will reference the Neosho County Health
Department’s current plan.

Dam and Levee Failure— As a result of past dam failures, the HMPC determined that the probability
for this hazard should be changed to 3-“likely” from 1-“unlikely”. The Kansas Department of
Agriculture, Levee Program was identified as a source for possible information on past levee failures.
Wildfire —The April 2008 Kansas Forest Service Wildfire Assessment was discussed. The Forest
Service will be contacted to determine if this assessment included the St. Paul Refuge area.

Extreme Heat—The primary concerns with this hazard are human health safety issues. Power
outages have occurred as a result of increased electricity usage.

Lightning—This hazard can cause a secondary hazard of wildfires as well as structure fires. Power
outages and damage to electric systems is also a concern.

Drought—The local Farm Service Agency may have additional information on the agricultural impacts
of drought in the planning area. As additional information is gathered, the HMPC may consider
changing the probability from 2-“occasional” to a 3-“likely”.

Expansive Soils—Damages do occur over time but repairs are generally made by individuals.

Soil Erosion/Dust—Most of the soil erosion that occurs in the county is from floodwaters. Erosion
impacts to agriculture do occur over time.

Earthguake—Although the probability of occurrence is low, this hazard will remain in the plan to allow
inclusion of the data available on this highly-studied hazard.

Land Subsidence—There are no known subsurface void spaces in Neosho County. The HMPC
determined that this hazard should be removed from further consideration.

Fog—The committee agreed to remove this hazard from further review. The justification for removal
centered on the fact that this hazard, while it exists, is very difficult to mitigate.

Landslide—The planning committee determined that this hazard does not occur in the planning area
due to the flat topography. This hazard has been removed from further review.

Attendees were asked to review the informational needs listed in the data collection guide and to talk
with other staff of their organizations that may be knowledgeable about needed data. Laurie Bestgen
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will coordinate with committee members in returning the data collection guides to AMEC by August 8,
2008. A data collection guide must be returned by each participating jurisdiction. Representatives of
each participating jurisdiction received paper copies of the data collection guide. All participants that
provided an e-mail address will receive an electronic copy via e-mail. The next meeting of the Hazard
Mitigation Planning Committee will be in September and will involve reviewing the results of the risk
assessment and developing plan goals, objectives and actions. Participants will receive an invitation
well in advance of the meeting date and time once it is determined. The following plan schedule was
proposed:

Byron Schultz, Neosho County Emergency Manager and Chair of the Hazard Mitigation Planning
Committee, began the meeting by welcoming and thanking the attendees and introducing Laurie
Bestgen, from the consulting firm, AMEC Earth and Environmental, hired by the County to
develop the multi-jurisdictional plan. Laurie Bestgen is AMEC's lead planner for the plan and
facilitated the remainder of the meeting.
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Mrs. Bestgen presented a brief review on the purpose and requirements of the Disaster Mitigation
Act of 2000 and the need for a multi-jurisdictional hazard mitigation plan as well as a summary of
the progress that has been made so far in the mitigation planning process for Neosho County.

Next, a review of the participating jurisdictions and submission of requested data collection
guides was presented. The following jurisdictions are participating and have submitted the
required information: Neosho County, Chanute, Erie, St. Paul, Thayer, USD 101, USD 447, and
USD 505.

The following jurisdictions have indicated an interest in participating, but have not submitted the
required data collection guides which are due no later than October 24, 2008: Stark, USD 413,
and Neosho County Community College

The following private non-profit entities are providing support to the planning effort: Radiant
Electric Cooperative, Heartland Electric Cooperative, and American Red Cross.

Mrs. Bestgen reviewed the definitions for goals, objectives, and actions and provided the goals
that were developed during the previous planning effort utilizing mitigationplan.com as well as
additional sample goals. The Neosho County Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee agreed on
the following goal statements for this plan:

Goal 1: Minimize vulnerability of the people and property of Neosho County to the impacts of
natural hazards

Goal 2: Protect critical facilities, infrastructure and other community assets from the impacts of
hazards

Goal 3: Improve education and awareness regarding hazards and risk in Neosho County
Goal 4: Strengthen communication among agencies and between agencies and the public

Mrs. Bestgen explained that the main focus of the remainder of the meeting was to review the
actions that were included in the mitigation.com draft plan as well as those submitted by the
planning committee members, brainstorm any additional actions, obtain commitments from
jurisdiction to submit the necessary worksheets for each action, and participate in an exercise to
prioritize the types of projects that are considered by the group to be the most important to
implement.

Mrs. Bestgen presented the list of actions that had been included in the mitigation.com draft plan
as well as those submitted by the HMPC prior to the meeting. As each action was presented, the
planning committee decided whether or not to include it in the plan. For those actions that the
committee agreed to include, Ms. Bestgen requested the jurisdiction that would be responsible for
each action to commit to commit to complete the necessary worksheets to provide for inclusion of
the action in the plan. After reviewing the actions that had been submitted prior to the meeting,
the committee brainstormed additional actions and the responsible jurisdictions made
commitments to complete the worksheets for inclusion in the plan.
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For the prioritization exercise, all actions were divided into general categories (9 in all). The
categories were listed on large paper with the corresponding actions identified under them. Each
member of the HMPC was given three red “voting dots” to place next to the categories that they
felt were most important to implement.

The following table summarizes the list of actions that were developed by the committee. The
first column provides an arbitrarily assigned action number for tracking purposes, followed by the
action title. The third column provides the general category that the action was grouped under.
Column four indicates the jurisdiction that committed to complete and return an Action
Implementation Worksheet and a STAPLEE Worksheet for each action. The last two columns
provide the results of the prioritization exercise. Those actions that received 10 or more “voting
dots” received a “HIGH?” priority level. Those actions that received between 6 and 9 dots received
a “MODERATE?" priority level and those that received fewer than 6 dots received a “LOW?” priority
level. It was explained to the HMPC that this priority ranking does not impact whether or not
specific projects will receive funding, but rather provides information on the general types of
projects that are considered most important. Of the 9 general categories, 2 received a high
priority level, 3 received a moderate priority level, and 4 received a low priority level as follows:

High: Public Education
Saferooms (school and community)
Moderate: Indoor/Outdoor Warning

Power line Maintenance/Upgrades
Install Generators
Low: Wildfire Mitigation
NFIP Participation
Planning
Buyout Floodprone Property

Each jurisdiction should also identify any other actions unique to it that are not listed in the
following table. As a reminder, each jurisdiction that wishes to officially participate in the plan
must submit at least one action. Actions must be designed to mitigate the hazards and
vulnerabilities identified in the risk assessment

For each action to be included in the plan, the responsible jurisdiction must provide 1) a
completed Action Implementation Worksheet and 2) a completed STAPLEE Worksheet. The
Action Implementation Worksheet provides general information for each action such as who,
when, how, etc. the action will be implemented. The STAPLEE Worksheet provides a framework
to determine the general effectiveness in accomplishing the goals of life safety and/or reduction
or prevention of damage from a hazard event. This method analyzes the Social, Technical,
Administrative, Political, Legal, Economic and Environmental aspects of a project and is
commonly used by public administration officials and planners for making planning decisions.

To keep
the public informed of the annual monitoring and evaluation, the HMPC will publish the minutes of
their annual meeting. The HMPC will ensure the plan is revised and resubmitted every five years.
The plan document, which will be adopted by the governing body of each participating jurisdiction, will
emphasize that each jurisdiction should incorporate this plan into other planning mechanisms within
their jurisdiction. In addition, the HMPC members agreed to encourage planning mechanisms within
their own jurisdiction to consult this plan prior to making planning decision.
